Japan Toilet Association (JTA) Good Toilet Commendation Committee

1. Commendation Goal

“Good Toilet Commendation” is a selection of excellent examples regarding to toilets that can serve as a model for
activities and works and that contribute to the conservation of the global environment by improving the toilet culture,
facilities design, and the environment. This commendation is set up to award to those who made a contribution for it.
The main concept of the commendation is to ""Share the environment and activities for everyone to use the
toilet comfortably." This year is the 13th time starting from 2009. In every year there are a wide variety of
application proposals and the quality is improving and expanding.

2. Target of Commendation and Application Categories

We have set up four categories including research on toilet culture, theses and books, video creation, education and
dissemination activities, wastewater treatment and maintenance, toilet facilities design works, product design of
equipment, materials and ancillary equipment, new attempts in operation and management, etc.

Due to the widespread involvement with the toilet, it has become difficult to make a uniform evaluation standard,
we decided to make evaluations for each category.

a) Production Category: Toilet Facilities Design, Production Design

b) Writing, Research Category: Literary work, Research paper, Technological Development

¢) Maintenance, Management, Operation Category: Professional Maintenance, Cleaning, Operation

d) Social Activities Category: Assuming non-profit activities such as event holding, planning, toilet awareness,

educational, comprehensive toilet, health, disaster support, volunteer, and civic activities.

Note: As a general rule, the activities must be carried out within recent three years, excluding works that have
previously received the other commendation or award.

3. Qualifications for application
We will accept a wide range of applications regardless of age or JTA member. Overseas application in English is
also acceptable.

4. Selection and presentation process
The selection will be conducted in two stages.
Number of selected commended works: Two works will be selected for each category for Good Toilet
Commendations and Honorable Mention Commendation.
JTA's 34th National Toilet Symposium will be held in this autumn at the "Toilet Industry Exhibition" venue
sponsored by the Japan Management Association at the Tokyo International Exhibition Center, and the
announcement will be made at the Toilet Symposium on November 18.
